MAMLUK SACRED TOPOGRAPHY:
STRATEGY AND PRACTICE OF POWER
REPRESENTATION

he Mamluk Sultanate was formed by slave warriors in
Egypt in the mid-13th century and existed for more than
250 years. The defeat of the army of Louis IX in 1250 and
the victory at Ain Jalut in 1260 gave the Mamluks the right
to consider themselves the true rulers of one of the most
powerful powers in the Middle East. The period of the
reign of the Mamluk sultans (1250-1517) was marked by the construction
of numerous mausoleums that are still very noticeable in the modern
landscape of Cairo, which was the capital of the Sultanate. Large or small
religious complexes were formed around them, which included a mosque
or madrasah, a Sufi monastery, or a library. Mausoleums became a place of
sacred attraction for the Mamluks themselves, but, at the same time, they
participated in the formation of a space that had a sacred character for the
entire population of Egypt.

Funeral religious complexes acquired particular importance during the
reign of the Circassian Mamluk sultans (1382-1517). Having overthrown
their predecessors, the Bahri-Qalawnids (1250-1382) and retreated from
the dynastic principle of succession to the throne, the Circassian Mamluks
required additional sources of strengthening the legitimacy of power.
They actively supported the activities of Islamic religious and educational
institutions, and the majestic mausoleums as landmarks of memory and
unshakable urban dominants partly compensated for the lack of stability in
conditions of non-dynasty transition of power.
